TERMS OF REFERENCE

Consultancy on the business practices in the renewable energy industry for stakeholders in China and Ethiopia
(Reference No. CES201228)

Background

South-South Cooperation is a broad framework for collaboration among countries of the South within the political, economic, social, cultural, environmental, and technical domains. South-South Cooperation involves two or more developing countries, multilateral organizations or partners, and can take place on a bi-lateral, regional, sub-regional or inter-regional basis. Based on this framework, China-Ethiopia/Sri Lanka Biogas, Biomass and Solar Trilateral Cooperation Project - Transitioning to Sustainable Energy Uses in the Agro-industry, has been designed as a South-South Cooperation project to be implemented through a trilateral cooperation modality. Now the project’s implementation is commencing in a joint effort of the Ministry of Water, Irrigation and Energy (MoWIE) of Ethiopia, Sri Lanka Sustainable Energy Authority (SLSEA), the Ministry of Power and Energy of Sri Lanka, the Ministry of Commerce of the People’s Republic of China (MOFCOM), Administrative Center for China’s Agenda 21 (ACCA 21), China Agricultural University (CAU), and UNDP country offices of Ethiopia, China and Sri Lanka. 

The project establishes a mechanism for trilateral and South-South Cooperation to address sustainable development challenges related to international cooperation, access to energy for improved service delivery and sustainable integrated farming practices. The Project takes a point of departure in the need for renewable energy technology dissemination and scale-up for Ethiopia climate resilient growth and supports access to energy and sustainable resources consumption through trial and demonstration of biogas and solar energy for productive uses. Since the project is implemented under a South-South Cooperation framework, it presents a learning platform for both China and Ethiopia to engage and cooperate at the international level in renewable energy technology and skills transfer. From the Ethiopian side, the project will be executed by UNDP Ethiopia country office and implemented by the Ministry of Water, Irrigation and Energy of Ethiopia (MoWIE).

Objective of the Assignment

The main objective of this assignment is to share the South-South cooperation knowledge and experience and provide the best business practices in the renewable energy industry to stakeholders in China and Ethiopia by either an institution (university/academic institute/research institute/industrial association, etc.) or an individual in accordance with this Terms of Reference (TOR). It will encourage collaboration and communication between Chinese stakeholders and key Ethiopian stakeholders, and help them better understand the business models and financial mechanisms in order to foster technical and entrepreneurial cooperation. In addition, the business best practices forum to be held and the business match-making platform to be set up will also support the mapping of the private energy service providers in China and the establishment of the online catalogue of suppliers and appliances.
Requested Services
Under the supervision of the Project Manager (PM) of the ACCA21, the selected institution or individual shall perform one or more of the following task(s):

Task 1: Delivering a Business Best Practices Forum or a research seminar for experts and scholars in the renewable energy industry:

to assess the availability of the current renewable energy technologies for productive uses in Ethiopia and prepare a report on the aspect; 

to conduct private biogas and solar energy service providers mapping in China and prepare a report on the aspect;

to prepare the necessary contents for Ethiopian national specified web page (business match-making platform), which includes Chinese private biogas and solar energy service providers mapping results and online catalogue of the renewable energy suppliers and appliances in China, and the web page will be posted on the official website of Renewable Energy Technology Transfer project;

to organize the Business Best Practices Forum on the assessment of Chinese RETs that transferring to Ethipoia for productive uses, could be via online video conference due to the pandemic of COVID-19.
Task 2: Delivering the most suitable sustainable business models for the RET transfer demands in Ethiopia for the long-term viability and preparing correpsponding reports on the aspect:

to prepare a report on sustainable business model for biogas technology according to Ethiopian RET demands;

(ii) to prepare a report on sustainable business model for solar photovoltaic technology according to Ethiopian RET demands.
Task 3: Delivering Investment Plans for biogas and solar energy technology in Ethiopia and preparing a report on the aspect:

to prepare an investment plan for biogas technology that is appropriate to Ethiopian conditions;

(ii) to prepare an investment plan for solar photovoltaic technology that is appropriate to Ethiopian conditions.
