TERMS OF REFERENCE

Consultancy on the capacity building activity for Ethiopia and Sri Lanka
(Reference No. CES220705)

Background

South-South Cooperation is a broad framework for collaboration among countries of the South within the political, economic, social, cultural, environmental, and technical domains. South-South Cooperation involves two or more developing countries, multilateral organizations or partners, and can take place on a bi-lateral, regional, sub-regional or inter-regional basis. Based on this framework, China-Ethiopia/Sri Lanka Biogas, Biomass and Solar Trilateral Cooperation Project - Transitioning to Sustainable Energy Uses in the Agro-industry, has been designed as a South-South Cooperation project to be implemented through a trilateral cooperation modality. Now the project’s implementation is commencing in a joint effort of the Ministry of Water, Irrigation and Energy (MoWIE) of Ethiopia, Sri Lanka Sustainable Energy Authority (SLSEA), the Ministry of Power and Energy of Sri Lanka, the Ministry of Commerce of the People’s Republic of China (MOFCOM), Administrative Center for China’s Agenda 21 (ACCA 21), China Agricultural University (CAU), and UNDP country offices of Ethiopia, China and Sri Lanka. 

The project establishes a mechanism for trilateral and South-South Cooperation to address sustainable development challenges related to international cooperation, access to energy for improved service delivery and sustainable integrated farming practices. The Project takes a point of departure in the need for renewable energy technology dissemination and scale-up for Ethiopia climate resilient growth and supports access to energy and sustainable resources consumption through trial and demonstration of biogas and solar energy for productive uses. Since the project is implemented under a South-South Cooperation framework, it presents a learning platform for both China and Ethiopia to engage and cooperate at the international level in renewable energy technology and skills transfer. From the Ethiopian side, the project will be executed by UNDP Ethiopia country office and implemented by the Ministry of Water, Irrigation and Energy of Ethiopia (MoWIE).

Objective of the Assignment

The main objective of the assignments is to organize a capacity building activity for the project by an institution (university/academic institute/research institute/industrial association, etc.) in accordance with this Terms of Reference (TOR). It will focus on the training for the Ethiopian and Sri Lankan stakeholders on the current status and development trend of renewable energy technologies in China and the two countries. The activity will also cover the training for domestic personnel working on South-South cooperation to get all sides better involved in the future technology transfer and South-South cooperation work.
Requested Services
Under the supervision of the Project Manager (PM) of the ACCA21, the selected institution shall perform both of the following task(s):

Task 1: Training on renewable energy technologies for government departments, universities, research institutes and other project stakeholders in Ethiopia and Sri Lanka.
To analyze the resource endowment, energy mix, market situation and the shortcomings and needs of Ethiopia and Sri Lanka in the use of renewable energy;

To discuss and expand on the innovative cooperation points in the field of sustainable development between China and Ethiopia and Sri Lanka, and introduce the latest trends in the use of renewable energy in China.

Task 2: Training on the Chinese personnel working on technology transfer and South-South cooperation.
To introduce the latest trends in global sustainable development, the prospects for renewable energy technology applications and related policies;
To share existing cooperation mechanisms and excellent cases of global technology transfer in the field of sustainable development and exchange the current status of renewable energy technology and product development, promotion and application.
Duration

The assignment will require ONE eligible institution to complete both tasks within 4 weeks after the institution is selected.

Reporting

The assigned institution shall prepare and submit the work plan for both tasks and deliver the services as requested to the ACCA21 timely. 
Budget and Payment Schedule

This assignment is procured in accordance with the procedures according to the UNDP’s Guidelines. 

Each institution shall apply for both tasks listed above and the selection of institution or individual will be made according to the qualification criteria.
A total amount of ¥100,000 RMB for the TWO tasks would be paid to the institution selected with the details set forth in the table below.
